· Update as of March 4, 2008

· The trenches for the electrical conduit have been dug and almost filled in. Next Ellsworth Electric will be setting the electrical boxes beside each light pole and then they will run the electric wires through the conduit. They will set a concrete pad with a components box on which is 77” long by 24” deep and 91” tall. This is where all component boxes will be stored. We are three weeks away from illuminating the stadium lights. 
· We are looking for someone to drive a skid loader with a rock hound attachment on it to clean up around the trenching. If you can help with this please contact Mike Kelbaugh at 301-223-4556 or DrumLikeMe@aol.com.  Doing this ourselves will cut down on the cost.

· Update as of February 19, 2008

· We found out today that Ellsworth Electric has begun running electric to the fields. They will start trenching tomorrow.  So that we can keep out costs down, we are looking for some volunteers to work this Friday, Saturday, and Sunday.   After Ellsworth does the trenching and lays conduit, they will use a piece of equipment for the backfill.   I need volunteers to help rake the excess dirt into trench.  We will need rakes and these rakes can be steel or plastic.  Please let me know if you would be available to volunteer on any or all of these days.  All of this is weather permitting and depending on whether or not Ellsworth gets the trenching and conduit finished.   Please respond A.S.A.P

· The lights and poles are being delivered on Monday, January 21st. 
· Mike Kelbaugh needs 20 “committed” people to help put the poles together that day.  He anticipates that it will take up the entire day!

· A crane company is coming to lift them up and set them on their bases the following day (Tuesday, January 22nd) and the poles must be put together before hand. 
· There will be a meeting on Thursday, January 3rd, at 7 pm to organize this project.  The meeting will be held at Tri State Fellowship.

· Update as of:  November 28th, 2007

· On November 27th, 2007, the City of Hagerstown Council approved three to two for us to go ahead with our plans and to sign them into agreement.  
· This means we are on tract with our poles being delivered on January 21st, 2008.
· Read the article from Herald-Mail Newspaper dated November 28th at the bottom of the updates.

· Update as of:  November 21st, 2007  
· During the Hagerstown City Council meeting on November 20th, we continued to provide information to make amendments to our lease with the city. 
· The Council asked how much money we have raised, to date, and we informed them that we’d raised $50,000 so far.  One of the council members congratulated us on our accomplishment.  Add this to the $20,000 the County Commissioners gave us, and the total comes to $70,000.  One of the council members said they thought we weren’t going to start the project until we raised $100,000, but was quickly corrected by another council member.  
· Already we’ve been given the nod by three (3) council members who have voted in our favor.  The final voting for the added amendments will be next Tuesday, November 27th.   
· Poles and Lights are to be delivered to the fairgrounds and erected January 21st, 2008.  
· Ellsworth Electric is expected to run the electric to the poles some time before next season, which starts in April 2008.

· Update as of:  October 31, 2007  

· In a recent meeting with Hagerstown City Council, they continue to be supportive of our efforts to bring to fruition the "Let there be Light" campaign.  During the meeting we reiterated the type of lights we are erecting and made an amendment to the lease agreement. 
· Also discussed was whether or not the League has applied for the permits through the city to begin the work - which has already been completed by Mike Shifler. 
· The City still has to put more information in our lease, which basically states we are responsible for lighting bills. Also, Mike Shifler and Mike Kelbaugh met with the contractor who is digging the holes and setting the pre-cast concrete bases.  
· The League still has to go before the City Council again on November 20th, for additional changes to the lease - which shouldn't be a big deal.  
· Mike Kelbaugh met with representatives of Ellsworth Electric on October 30th, and was told that they would have a price for the job of running the electric between poles (once the poles are up) by Tuesday, November 6th.
· After the meeting with the City Council on the 20th, the lights will be ordered and they should be seen standing in the park in about 6 weeks.
· After a long battle and learning a lot about lights, the League is about to see this project happen. This has been a very big blessing from God.  When you consider where the League used to play and how small it was when it was first originated and how far it’s come now, it’s AWESOME!!!  Now it is possible for the League to expand even more for Christ!!!
· As of:  October 29th, 2007
· The lighting diagram has been finished to show where all poles and conduits are to be placed On October 29, 2008, we will attend a meeting between the City of Hagerstown and all of the companies doing the work.  The purpose of the meeting is to establish a game plan. 
· This week we are applying for all permits to begin work. 
· The City will soon start to run the electricity to the fields.  Electric will be run from Cleveland Avenue to the outside of Field #2.
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We recently had a borings test done to see how much rock exists where the poles are being placed. 
· We are in the process of purchasing the lights from MUSCO Lighting. There will be a 4 to 6 week delivery time-frame after which a company by the name of I &Y will dig the holes and set the concrete bases – where upon the poles will be mounted.

· It is our responsibility to put the poles together.  They come in 5 pieces.  A “How to” video has been provided by the company.  
· Help is needed to put the poles together – so we need volunteers!  Please contact Mike (DrumLikeMe@AOL.com)

· After the poles are together a crane will place them on the bases. 
· Ellsworth Electric will then come in and run the conduits to poles and run the electrical lines under ground. 
· Work should start in 6 weeks after the poles and concrete basses are delivered.

Softball group to install lights on fields at Fairgrounds Park

The Hagerstown Softball Association was given permission by the City Council on Tuesday to install lights at Fairgrounds Park's three softball fields so the organization can hold night games.

Last week, representatives from the softball league said they raised about $50,000 to install lights at one of the fields.

Earlier this year, the City Council agreed to earmark roughly $40,000 to run an electrical feed to the fields at Fairgrounds Park from Cleveland Avenue.



Hagerstown Softball Association raises $50,000 for lights at Fairgrounds Park

The Hagerstown Softball Association has raised $50,000 to install lights at one of the three softball fields at Fairgrounds Park.

If the Hagerstown City Council approves, the lights could be up and running in April 2008, City Engineer Rodney Tissue said. The two other fields would be finished as the funding becomes available, he said.

Tissue told the council Tuesday that the lights would be connected to a power line that the city will run to the field from Cleveland Avenue. Program Open Space, a public program that awards funding to municipalities, will pay the estimated $40,000 cost to run the power line, he said

Tissue said the city would benefit from the proposal.

"We're getting improvements to our park at no cost to the city," he said.

In addition, Tissue said the lights would increase the value of Fairgrounds Park and its amenities.

Councilwoman Alesia Parson-McBean said she wanted to wait before voting until she reviewed the project. It seemed to her, she said, that the softball league agreed to raise more money for the project.

"None of us remembers what was done," she said.

The council agreed to put the issue on the agenda for its voting session next Tuesday. Mayor Robert E. Bruchey II said the council could ask questions at that time.
